How to Write a Composition
The Opening Paragraph is a general presentation of the topic in 2 to 3 sentences. Try to start your composition with an opening that will catch your reader's interest. May begin or end with a question.

The Body (2nd, 3rd etc. Paragraph) is an expansion of the topic with examples, results or solutions. This can be from 4 sentences to as many as it takes to state what you want.
The Concluding paragraph usually restates the opening in different words. 2-3 sentences. May begin or end with a question.

A GOOD PARAGRAPH EXPRESSES ONLY ONE MAIN IDEA.
